Governor’s Challenge: Walk the Skyline – Week 4
Goal:  Finish the challenge by leaving the Loft Mountain Information Center and arriving at Rockfish Gap, the south entrance to Skyline Drive.
(Approximately 25 miles or 7,200 steps per day)

About 5 miles into our last week we arrive at the Blackrock parking area.  If you want to add an easy 1 mile roundtrip hike to your day be sure to climb the Blackrock Summit trail for an outstanding view from the top. (Mile 84.8)
